On the Pathways of Educating Postgraduates through
Practice in the Ideological and Political
Education of Universities

Abstract: From the perspective of educating postgraduates through practice in the ideological and
political education of universities, this paper focuses on the pathways of practice education of
ideological and political education, in order to enhance the pertinence and effectiveness of practical
education as main point. It combs the historical development context of ideological and political
education for postgraduates in universities and provides theoretical and realistic foundations for
ideological and political education in universities. It also explains and analyzes the requirements of
the new era of ideological and political education for postgraduates in universities, organically
integrating practical education with the requirements of the new era, and reflecting the
characteristics of the era of practical education. The paper analyzes practice education for the status
quo of ideological and political education while summing up the achievements and clarifying the
existing problems. It explores the pathways of practice education for the problems, that is,
adhering to the principle of subjectivity, highlighting the characteristics, improving the cultivation
and assessment plan, and innovating the cultivation mode.
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
